Methodological aspects of the organization of speech
therapy work with adults and children

Aleksandrova Lada Yu., Vatoropina Svetlana V. Speech therapy room
as a form of support for students with speech disorders

The article substantiates the need to create a speech therapy room in an
institution of higher professional education. The data of an experimental study
of students’ speech disorders are given and the main activities of a speech
therapist of the university are considered in the article.
